On June 20, 2024, the board of directors (the “Board”) of bluebird bio, Inc. (the “Company”) appointed Michael Cloonan to the Board as a Class I
director, effective June 20, 2024.

(ii) 37,350 restricted stock units. The stock options and restricted stock units will vest ratably over three years in annual installments.

Mr. Cloonan will also enter into the Company’s standard indemnification agreement for directors and officers. Mr. Cloonan does not have any family
relationship with any other director or executive officer of the Company, is not a party to any transaction with the Company that would require
disclosure under Item 404(a) of Regulation S-K, and there are no arrangements or understandings between Mr. Cloonan and any other persons pursuant
to which he was selected as a director.
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
